June 1%, Tokyo Electric Power announced that the circulation cooling function is
recovered on unit 2 spent fuel pool. A cooling unit of the cyclic type installed in the
spent nuclear fuel pool of Fukushima Daiichi nuclear power plant unit 2 has begun
to be completed and move on.

Tokyo Electric Power is going to install cooling units for unit 1-3 nuclear reactors
including unit 4 spent nuclear fuel pool. This is beginning of the cooling unit have
been recovered. When the equipments will complete by the end of July for unit 4,
by the end of June, unit 1 and 3 cooling units of fuel pool says. We assume "That
may be able to accelerate the progress sheet fairly by this point." for Tokyo Electric

Power said.
